Applicants may not be enrolled in any 
University of La Verne course prior to the 
Fall 2026 semester. Scholarship applicants 
must be admitted to the University of  La Verne 
prior to Performance Scholarship Day on  
March 21, 2026. On Performance Scholarship  
Day, applicants will present their portfolios 
or perform an audition and/or interview with 
faculty and staff in their performance area. 
Attendance at Performance Scholarship Day 
is required and is by invitation only.*

*Auditions and/or interviews for out-of-area and international 
applicants who cannot attend Performance Scholarship Day 
will be conducted remotely.
